Cubed beef may be substituted for ground beef. 

Brown beef in a roasting pan in a 450 degree oven. 

Combine brown sugar, salt, seasonings, tomatoes and liquid ingredients including only the first measure of water. Add to 

browned meat. Cover and simmer 1 - 2 hours (until meat is tender if using cubed beef.)

Mix flour and second listing of water until smooth. Add gradually to hot mixture and cook until thickened. 

Cook macaroni or noodles in boiling water until tender. Drain and fold into hot mixture. If needed, additional water may be 

added. Pan into steam table pans. 

Keep hot, 190 degrees F.

Each serving = approximately 11/2 cup = 2 oz meat + 1 grain + 1 vegetable serving.

Serve 11/2 cup with 10 oz ladle 

 rounded or 3 #8 scoops

48 grams carbohydrate = 3 CS
